However, considering the nature of transactions, smallness of amounts,
uncertainties involved as per RBI directives and consistent practice, Commission, Brokerage and Exchange and Interest and
other income on Non-Performing Assets are recognized on Cash basis. In case of Locker Rent, bank has Practice to accept
deposit from customers on which interest is paid on deposit & Locker Rent is charged from them.

Expenditure:

All Expenses except as otherwise stated are accounted for on accrual basis. (However, considering the nature of transactions,
smallness of amounts, uncertainties involved and consistent practice) Certain expenses are booked on payment basis.

Staff Retirement Benefits:

a. Provident fund: on actual basis

b. Gratuity fund: The bank has arranged group gratuity fund with LIC. The premium of Rs.2,59,312/- has been charged to
profit and loss account.

c. Liability for Leave Encashment: The bank has arranged Leave Encashment Plan with LIC. The premium of Rs.8,693/- has

been charged to Profit & Loss account.
